More Motor Carriages, Inc.

.... had 12 mailto: links in plain text on it's Webpages, these links posted so clients could contact the company's sales force. Unfortunately the UCEs from spammers got
so bad MCI deleted the contacts from the Website, however the boxes constantly fill with spam anyway, and the sales force still uses the boxes for correspondences.

EClean Solution:

Purchase 12 copies of EClean

Login and Encrypt all 12 addresses

Add the encrypted links back onto the Website

Distribute a copy of EClean to each salesperson and unlock each (on as many machines as you like or can make the best use of)
